13. Principle #13—The Law of Consistent Collection
a. Consistent giving facilitates consistent ministry.

b. Living the principle daily:
i. Give with consistent gratitude

ii. Give with consistent sacrifice

iii. Give with consistent praise

14. Principle #14—The Law of Proportionate Participation
a. God’s provision dictates the believer’s proportion.
b. Living the principle daily:
i. Don’t worry about what you have or don’t have to give.
ii. Give in proportion to everything you have received.
iii. Deny the dominance of worldly thinking.
15. Principle #15—The Law of Personal Initiative
a. Desire precedes duty in the grace of giving.
b. Living the principle daily:
i. Take the initiative in giving to the plight of the poor.
ii. Take the initiative in giving to the cause of Christ.
iii. Take the initiative in giving to the spread of the Gospel.
16. Principle #16—The Law of Total Excellence
a. Excellence in giving is part of a matched set of virtues.
b. Living the principle daily:
i. Discipline yourself to give.
ii. Determine to give daily.
iii. Devote yourself to the Giver.
17. Principle #17—The Law of Rightful Reward
a. Reward for stewardship and service is granted by God, not gained by man.
b. Living the principle daily:
i. Beware of making bargains with God.
ii. Beware of watching others.
iii. Beware of overconfidence.
