33 Principles of Stewardship
(Principles 7-12)

7. Principle #7—The Law of Paradoxical Participation

a. The richest generosity often comes out of the deepest poverty.

b. Living the principle daily:
i. Respond to need, not to pressure.

ii. Have an open heart and an open hand.

iii. Be a river, not a reservoir.

8. Principle #8—The Law of Supernatural Supply
a. God enables the giver to give beyond the ability to give.

b. Living the principle daily:
i. Bid farewell to the scarcity mindset.

ii. Base your promises upon God’s promises.

iii. Extend the limits of your spiritual comfort zone.
9. Principle #9—The Law of Eager Willingness
a. Wise stewards joyfully choose to support God’s work and do God’s will.
b. Living the principle daily:

i. The willing giver chooses to be open toward God and man.
ii. The willing giver encourages others to give, inspiring them by example.
iii. The willing giver sees the pleasure of sacrifice, not the pain.
10. Principle #10—The Law of Reciprocal Supply
a. Through meeting others’ needs we meet our own.

b. Living the principle daily:
i. When you face a big need, try to find someone else with that same need.

ii. Use your gifts.

iii. Look constantly for Body-building (Body of Christ) opportunities.

11. Principle #11—The Law of Constructive Contribution
a. The work of God is to be done by the people of God giving according to the will of God.

b. Living the principle daily:
i. Intensify your persistence in prayer.

ii. Expect difficulty when you do what’s right.

iii. Don’t give up or give in.

12. Principle #12—The Law of Purposeful Blessing
a. We are made rich in every way so be generous on every occasion.

b. Living the principle daily:
i. Giving on purpose begins with living on purpose.

ii. Blessing others generously is a delight, not a duty.

iii. Stewardship is measurer qualitatively, not just quantitatively.
